To Rejoin a Split Database   (Recommended method.)
· Make a copy of the Back end. (Which contains the tables).
· Open the front end. Delete the links to the tables.

· Close it.

· Open the copy of the front end. 

· From the Back End:
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Stop press:
· Open the Front End.

· Rename the table objects (ie their links in the Navigation pane).

· Import the tables from the Back end.

· Delete the tables which are still linked.

· The Relationship diagram is preserved !!

Choose Access.





Open the Front End.





The Queries etc need to be done separately! ie start again.





The problem with this method seems to be that the formatting of the forms etc can be inadvertently altered..
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
