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Omit the “all”:

UNION  select all Person, Balance FROM  Table2

ORDER BY Person;
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To show only duplicates: Create an inner join. (The default join) (type 1)

To show unmatching: use Query Wizard.
Unique Records

When

1. We have Two (or more) tables

2. We don’t include all of the fields from both tables in the query.
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Result:

SELECT DISTINCTROW Table1.Person, Table1.Balance

FROM Table1 INNER JOIN Table2 ON Table1.Person = Table2.Person;
