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To find the Products out of stock we need to query the Products table for zero NumInStock.



We need to also find the corresponding OrderID affected.

 Therefore we need to query both of the tables as below:
Since oil and jam are 0, then customer 1 should not be informed for both of these items. ie we need to return unique values for the OrderID (set Unique Values to Yes for the query.)




We now need to notify the Customer (table) who has these OrderID’s.

We need to make an update query based upon this query. 
This update table should update the Orders table - in  particular the OnHold field should be checked for the Customer who has that OrderID.

· Make this query based upon the Orders table.

ie  construct  an SQL equivalent statement as follows:





UPDATE tblOrders SET tblOrders.OnHold = Yes

WHERE tblOrders.OrderID In (select OrderID from qryNoStock);
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(When grouping: sort first or else we don’t get both dates for customer 1 for example.)





What happens when we run out of oil and jam?


We need to mark the Orders table as On Hold so that the customers can be informed. (eg Customer 1 should only be informed once.)





Customer 1 has ordered jam twice.


Customer 2 has ordered oil.
